GUIDELINES  
BRUSH AND TREE BRANCHES MUST BE CUT INTO LENGTHS OF 4 FEET OR LESS AND NO LARGER THAN 12 INCHES IN DIAMETER.  BRUSH AND TREE BRANCHES MUST BE BUNDLED AND NOT HEAVIER THAN 50 LBS.  YARDWASTE MUST BE BROUGHT TO LOCATIONS IN CONTAINERS OR BAGS (BROWN PAPER BAGS PREFERRED)- CONTAINERS AND PLASTIC BAGS WILL BE RETURNED.  
THE FOLLOWING ARE NOT ACCEPTABLE:  YARDWASTE IN  COMMERCIAL VEHICLES OR FROM COMMERCIAL ESTABLISHMENTS, NO LARGE TRAILERS OR TRUCKS LARGER THAN PICK-UPS, NO PALLETS, BOARDS, NAILS, FENCE OR WIRE, BRICKS, STONES OR SOIL.
