The yard waste collection site will be open this day, but only from 11:30 a.m. until 5:00 p.m.  
A Salvation Army truck will be onsite to collect unwanted items that may no longer be useful to you, but could be used by others.

· Cleaning solutions
· Waste oil and other automotive fluids
· Paints
· Batteries
